



Memory Box Project
Next week we will be reading The Memory Box for our reading story.  The character looks forward to spending time with his Gramps and Gram.  In the story there is a memory box that reminds the family of special times.

Directions

· Find a shallow, sturdy box.

· Next, cover the box with paper, paint, or decorate it.  Title the box My Memory Box.

· Choose 6 or more items to place in the box that brings back a special memory.  You can use a ticket stub, photograph, award, baby memorial…etc.  Try to choose 6 different objects from different times of your life.

· Bring the finished box to school by Friday, March 30th 2012 to share as show and tell with the class.  A project grade will be assigned for fully completing the project as stated below.

25 points for neat, colorful, decorated box

25 points for at least 6 different objects placed inside the box

25 points for orally presenting the box and its contents to the class and sharing how each item represents a special memory

25 points for turning the box in on time Friday, March 30th 2012

Complete all components and turning your project in on time would total 100 points.

All boxes will be sent back on Friday March 30th 2012.  Please know that we are not responsible for any valuable items that become lost.  We will try to share memory boxes with the class as they come in so that special items can be returned immediately.
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
