Step 1:  Fold your paper “hotdog” style.  Opening to the right, fold on the left.




Step 2:  Divide the front of your folded paper into 6 even sections with a pencil.


  Once you have the sections correctly divided, you may cut the top sheet to the 

              fold.

Step 3:  Fold your paper again, so the front cut flaps are on top.  The opening should be on the right side and the folded side should be on the left.  On each flap, write one of the types of figurative language from your notes.







Step 4:  Open the first flap (simile).  On the back side of the flap, write the definition of simile.  To the right of that (the right side of the paper that is uncut) write and example and draw a picture.
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
