Activities:

· Distinguish print from pictures – teacher labels classroom, students draw and label pictures, students label magazine pictures using phonetic spellings

· Write daily – practice letter formation of alphabet letters, literacy station writing, white board station, letter and words stamps 

· Use drawing, writings, and dictation to write about facts, opinions or provide information during all subjects

· Write left to right and top to bottom – trace lines, track print, teacher needs to model correct writing behaviors 

· 4-Square writings – Activities from the Four Square Writing Method  for Grades 1 – 3 by Judith S. and Evan Jay Gould and blank 4 square writing sheet attached

· Modeled and guided writing 

· Spell simple words phonetically, drawing on knowledge of sound-letter relationships

· Finish sentences and reorder sentences. For example: Begin a sentence for the students like I would fly to ____. Then the students will cut each word in the sentence apart. Next the students will need to reorder the words to make the sentence back. 

· Morning message – find and count letters or words, count how many sentences, correct sentences, discuss punctuation marks

· Sort words, letters, shapes, numbers and pictures

· Journal writing

· Make classroom books using students writings
