Teaching Strategies K.9

For this SOL I correlate a lot into small group and whole group reading. Below you will find ideas that I use during these two parts of the day:

· Always identify the author and illustrator’s job of each book I read

· We predict each Monday what will take place in the book for the week by taking a quiet picture walk.

· We discuss the pictures and how the text explains what is taking place in each picture.

· I constantly ask questions during a story to keep the class involved to details.

· Ask what different words mean during the book to see if the students’ understand what the text is saying.

· After I have read a book or gone over it for a few days we try to retell the events by using beginning, middle, and end to explain it.

· After reading a book, the student could illustrate what they have read and then explain their pictures.

· Discuss who the main characters, setting and events of the story.

· Discuss whether the book is fiction or non-fiction.
