Other useful ideas for all SOLS

K.1

· Use different manipulatives (bears, dinosaurs, etc) to help count groups and identify which has more, fewer, and the same.

K.2

· Use different manipulatives to count different groups and tell how many are in each set. The child can work with partners or alone.

· Match manipulatives with different number cards. For example, give the child a #5 card and they have to count 5 to match the card.

· To give a more fun appeal to the card games use different pictures for the different seasons.

K.3

· Read, “The Farmer and the Dell” and ask the children, which comes first, second, etc.

· Read, “Baa, Baa, Black Sheep” and ask who gets the first bag, second bag, and third bag of wool.

· Use manipulatives with the student and place them in a row, ask the child which is in first place, second place, etc.

K.4

· Keep a number line during morning calendar for the entire year and count the days of school.

· Sing Ringo, Rango, Tingo, Tango to help the students learn to count to 100 by fives and tens.

K.5

· Cut sandwiches, bread, brownies, pizza and pies in halves and fourths.

K.6

· Make problems on smartboard and get the students to write answers on wipe-off boards and share them.

· Use a number line to help solve addition and subtraction problems.

· Use different manipulatives to help solve addition and subtraction problems.

· Send home simple fact sheets to use as flash cards. (+0, +1 addition problems)

K.7

· Sort play money into pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters.

· Sing, “Hokey, Pokey” and put your penny in, your penny out!

K.8

· Use hands on instruments that the student can touch and practice with such as rulers. Give them a chance to “pretend” to measure different lengths with it.

· Have a class experiment and weight different things on scales.

· Keep a class thermometer and read it daily.

· Perform morning calendar each day and identify the calendar, days, months, and seasons.

K.9

· Use hands on clocks for each child to experiment with and move the hands to make different times.

· Read, “The Grouchy Ladybug” and make ladybug clocks.

K.10

· Use different manipulatives to compare lengths/height: rulers, pointers, markers, crayons, etc.

· Use different manipulatives to compare weight and experiment on scales.

· Use hand span, pencils, paperclips, and blocks to measure using nonstandard measurement.

· Make lists comparing things that are hotter/colder.

· Find pictures in magazines of things that are light/heavy.

· Find pictures in magazines of things that are hot/cold.

K.11

· Use popsicle sticks, yarn, shaving cream, wiki sticks, gel in a bag, etc. to make shapes.

· Walk around school ground to identify and search for different shapes.

· Use frayer model for each shape to discuss and describe shapes.

· Use following poems to help student remember shapes:

“I’m Cindy Circle, I’m a line that likes to bend and touch from end to end.”

“Sammy Square is my name, my four sides are the same.”

“I’m Ricky Rectangle, I look like a door. Count my sides 1, 2, 3, 4. Two sides are short, two sides are long. Don’t make them equal that will be wrong.”

“Terry Triangle that’s me! Count my sides 1, 2, 3!”

K.12

· Use different manipulatives to ask questions about position.

· Play Battleship Battle using folders in between and shapes rather then ships so the child has to describe to their partner where shapes are located.

K.13

· Use popsicle sticks or straws to make tally marks.

K.14

· Different ideas of things to graph as a class: favorite fast food place, favorite season (use pictures to represent), eye colors (use pictures of eyes that student colors), hair color (let student make face out of plate with yarn for hair), birthday months, what bus each child rides, how many girls/boys, favorite colors, types of shoes, weather, number of people in family, favorite food/candy/drink, favorite animal, etc.

K.15

· Sort different candies using the wrapper colors, types (chocolate vs. hard candy).

· Sort M & M’s by color.

· Sort Skittles by color.

· Sort gummy bears by color.

· Sort different types of noodles.

K.16

· Give students a shirt and color them using different patterns and have the child explain what pattern they used. (Striped shirts work best!)

· Put student’s name on different color circles using green and yellow circles to see name in a pattern.

· In math calendar, use the different patterns given to explore each month.

· Make an ice cream cone using different colored ice cream.
