Standard form

Word name

Expanded form

Standard form - a way to write number that shows only its digits


Example:  9,325

Word name -a way to show a number using words


Example:  nine thousand, three hundred twenty-five

Expanded form - a way to write a number that shows the place value of a digit


Example:  9,000 + 300 + 20 + 5
